Descriptions for Selected Spring 2010 Courses:
(Descriptions for all other courses found in the Pitt-Bradford catalog)

ACCT 1450 Special Topics: Forensic Accounting (3)

How about "Scandals, Fraud, and Collusion, oh my!" This course will use real world cases to introduce various types of white collar crimes.
Motivation and opportunity to commit such crimes will be explored, and detection techniques will be presented on an 'overview' basis. The rules of
evidence and legal aspects of such activities will also be discussed.

ADMJ 0250 Special Topics: Community and Agency Counseling (3)

This is an examination of counseling as a helping profession. Specifically, it examines: the historical and philosophical influences on contemporary
counseling practices; professional agencies and organizations to which counselors belong; the settings in which they practice, and the roles of
counselors and the counseling process in those agency settings; knowledge bases critical to counseling and service delivery programs, including
group, family, children, adult, and adolescent counseling.

ADMJ 1455 Special Topics: Drugs in America (3)

This course will explore the social phenomena of drug use and drug trafficking in America, including the “War on Drugs” and the
construction/application of various drug policies. The course will also examine the social debate of legalization and/or decriminalization, as well as
the connection between drugs and crime in the United States.

ANTH 1455 Special Topics: Ethnic and Tourist Arts (3)

Throughout the World, indigenous people have been creating arts and crafts for outsiders for a long time. Probably before Brad Pitt was dragging
poor Hector around the outside of Troy, and before the 300 were making their last stand at Thermopylae. But things really picked up with age of
discovery when Columbus “discovered” the “New” World. Ever since then, we have been purchasing more and more stuff to bring home as travel
technology has made it possible to go anywhere, and “plastic” to do it for “free”.This course examines what’s happened as a result of all this
interaction, and the purchase of billions of dollars of arts and crafts from all over. How have the objects changed? How have the materials in them
changed? How have their makers changed? What do their makers think about the people who purchase what they make, and the value (both
monetarily and culturally) of their evolving cultures? To begin to answer these questions, we will be looking at ethnic and tourist arts from all over
the World.

BIOL 1450 Special Topics: Microbial Biochemistry (3)

This course will cover the principles and mechanisms of bacterial growth. Students will learn the mechanisms by which bacterial cells obtain the
energy necessary for their growth, including glycolysis, the pentose phosphate pathway, the tricarboxylic acid cycle, and the anaplerotic cycles.
Transcriptional regulatory mechanisms and the machineries involved in the transcription and translation processes will also be discussed. Finally,
advancements made in recent years in the field through the introduction of gene cloning and sequencing and by physical methods such as x-ray
crystallography and nuclear magnetic resonance will help students understand microbial metabolism from a multidisciplinary angle.

CHEM 0189 Introduction to Biofuels (3)

An introduction lecture/lab course involving biodiesel fuels with emphasis on practical aspects of this renewable resource which contributes to the
new energy economy. Lecture covers introductory aspects of the fuel, economics, global distribution, feedstock types and lab focuses on biodiesel
processing and characterization.

CIST 1450 Special Topics: Digital Forensics (3)

This course provides students with basic knowledge and understanding of computer forensics. It will also provide a conceptual foundation for the
techniques and methods needed for the extraction of information from computing devices. Students will gain exposure to computer forensics tools
Core forensics procedures will be covered. (Prerequisites: upper level standing in CIS&T or permission of instructor).

CLP 1450 Special Topics: Latina Writers (in English) (3)

The aim of this course is to offer an introduction to the work of an established and diverse group of Latina writers. The overarching theme is the
series of factors involved in the struggle for a personal sense of identity in characters (whether real or fictional) whose lives have been lived between
or among cultures, and the extent to which these characters have succeeded. These factors include questions of race, gender, class, education, and
religion, as well as the awakening to feminist thought and self-realization. Students will have the opportunity to compare and contrast the many
realities presented in the texts, the meaning of selfhood as presented by each of our authors, and the literary techniques employed in each case. The
genres to be studied will be the novel, essay, and poetry. Pre-requisite: ULW status.

COMM 0111 Rock and Roll 2 1970-Today (3)

This course is an examination of trends in American popular music culture from 1970 to today. While we will examine rock songs as social, political,
and musical documents, a principal concern will be how the mass media in general and technological innovation in particular have affected-if not
determined-the nature and kinds of popular music that have characterized the last quarter of the 20th century and the beginning of the 21st. we will
focus on the period in which ‘rock “n' roll' evolved into 'rock," holding the center of American popular culture, from about 1970 until the mid-'90s.
Topics for investigation include the effect of MTV, the rise of hip-hop culture, peer-to-peer file sharing and its impact on the recording industry.

COMM 1450 Special Topics: Communication Research Methods (3)

This course will introduce quantitative and qualitative research methods in the study of communication. The focuses of this course are: (a)
conceptualizing and designing research, (b) conducting research and running SPSS data analysis, and finally (c) presenting a research report in APA
style. Learners will be trained to present their manuscripts in professional conferences, as well as build a solid understanding of designing research
projects for business and media industries.



CS 1450 Special Topics: ARM9 (3)

Advanced RISC Machine (ARM) in all of its versions is the most widely used 32 bit computer in terms of numbers produced. More than 98% of the
billions of mobile phones use at least one ARM processor. It is used widely in PDA’s, mobile phones (IPods, hand-held game consoles, calculators,
and computer peripherals such as hard drives and routers. The course will focus on programming the ARM9 model using a development. Languages
will include assembly and C, supported by Linux. Due to space limitations there are only 10 spaces. There is a requirement of at least two
programming courses.

ENG 0250/WRITNG 0250 Special Topics: Time Travel Fiction (3)

This course will examine time travel fiction from a variety of perspectives: as science fiction, revolving around scientific and philosophical concepts;
as historical fiction, incorporating and sometimes reinterpreting historical detail; and as literary fiction, using time travel as a device for social and
cultural commentary. Students will read at least five novels and design their own projects based on their individual interest, with options to include
literary analysis and original writing.

ENG 1315 British Literature of Romantic Era (3)

This course offers an in-depth study of British literature from around the time of the French revolution in 1789 to the first reform bill in 1832.
Readings include the major authors of this time period as well as some lesser known authors, along with secondary material by contemporary
scholars of romanticism. The topical focus of the course as well as its relative emphasis on one or another of the four genres will vary from one
semester to another.

ENVSTD 1450 Public Lands Mgmt. and Policy (3)

This class will provide the student with an introduction to the various public land management agencies of the federal government, as well as a brief
introduction to state land management agencies. The over-arching laws, regulations, and policies that guide these agencies will be explored including
the National Environmental Policy Act, the National Forest Management Act and the Endangered Species Act. The basic principles of public land
management planning and budgeting will be introduced so that students can learn how management plans and budgets are formulated, leading to
actual implementation and management.

HIST 0250 Special Topics: Environmental History of U.S. (3)

The course will examine environmentalism in a broad historical sense, from colonial notions about the environment to the present. Topics will
include American conceptions of nature, changes in the use of land and other resources, urban and rural environments, and the conservation
movements designed to preserve parts of the American landscape and resources therein.

HMGT 0250 Special Topics: Issues and Trends in Hospitality & Tourism (3)

Exploration of current trends and issues in the hospitality and tourism environment. Topics covered include: hospitality and tourism in a global
recession, travel trends including adventure travel, e-commerce and virtual tourism, and eco-friendly trends including “green” hotels and the “slow
foods” movement. Strategic management and preparedness for issues like terrorism and natural disasters will also be discussed with an emphasis on
practical business application.

HMGT 1450 Special Topics: Professionalism in Hospitality Management (3)

Course teaches the "soft skills" necessary for success in the culturally diverse hospitality management environment with an emphasis on dress, proper
etiquette, body language, the art of non-verbal communication, and business conversation; Networking and job search techniques are examined.
Course also explores the dynamics, meaning, and value of becoming a well-rounded person.

HPRED 0250 Performance Enhancing Substances (3)

This course will focus on the nature of performance enhancing substances in sport. Topics will include everything from anabolics to gene therapy
and beyond. The course will also examine the history of doping in sport and exercise, the latest use and abuse of substances in Olympic-level,
professional, college and high school sports. Information regarding drug testing and new emerging technologies that have potential abuse by athletes
will also be discussed.



IA Interdisciplinary Arts: Please refer to the Art, Music and Theater sections for more information about other Interdisciplinary Arts courses.

INTS 0112 Japanese Language and Culture (3)

This course provides an introduction to modern Japanese culture. Beginning with a brief overview of Japanese political-religious history, it will
explore ethnic groups and social stratification, geography, economics, and social conventions: manners food, holidays, home life, work expectations,
sports and leisure. Basic conversational Japanese language instruction will be utilized throughout the course. Recommended for anyone who will be
visiting or working in Japan, or who is interested in cross-cultural communication and comparisons. (GE:Cultures Non-Western)

INTS 0250 Special Topics: Health and Fitness in Japan (3)

Dr. Morio Arimoto, visiting professor from Japan, will describe Japanese ideas and practices about health and fitness, their recommended diet and
exercise programs (different from American) and traditional activities relating to health and wellness, such as relaxation meditation and spa bathing.
A background understanding of nutrition, human physiology and fitness science will be explained, and will be utilized to understand and compare
issues between Japan and the United States, such as the incredible longevity of the Japanese, the American problem of obesity, and the dangers of
smoking. (No pre-requisites. Recommended for majors of Nursing, Sports Medicine, Education, Human Relations, and open to all.) Dr. Morio
Arimoto has been to UPB four times. He was last here in 2008 as the leader of SIEP (Summer Intensive English Program) with 30 Japanese students.
He teaches exercise physiology and physical education at Yokohama College of Commerce, in Yokohama, Japan.

MRKT 1450 Special Topics: Branding and Brand Management (3)

This course exposes students to a wide range of marketing problems and provides them with the perspectives for analyzing what a Brand is and how
firms shape their Brands through their marketing activities. This course will cover the following: Creating Brand & Building Brand Equity, Branding
Strategies, Brand Marketing Programs,Branding over time and Geographic Boundaries Brand Performance

PEDC 0195 SCUBA DIVING (1)

This course is designed to teach the mechanics of scuba diving. Students will be introduced to the scuba diving community, the diving environment,
and the science of scuba diving. Emphasis will be on the proper use and maintenance of scuba equipment, the human physiology of diving and
safety skills. There is a $350 fee that must be paid by check or money order (see Jackie Streb in the Business Mgmt. Division, Swarts Hall). The fee
covers equipment (mask, fins and snorkel) which the student may keep.

PEDC 0250 Special Topics: Leadership 101 (1)

This course will help student become leaders on the athletic field and in the work place. Focus of the course will be on developing athletic leaders but
all information will be applicable to work place setting. All students who would like to learn more about what it takes to be a leader are encouraged
to sign up.

PS 1450 Special Topics: Asian Politics (3)

This course introduces students to the politics of Asia by examining and comparing the political culture, development, institutions and the economy
of selected countries such as China, Japan, and South Korea. This course covers such topics as dictatorship vs. democracy, political systems,
economic performance, civil society, and domestic power structure and external factors of democratization. The primary goal of this course is to give
students general knowledge to understand major issues and problems of Asian politics, as well as analytical skills to critically think about current
events in Asia.

PSY 1335 Psychology of Prejudice and Discrimination (3)
In this course, prejudice will be defined, and its origins and effects on individuals and society will be discussed. Psychological theories will be used

to describe the process and results of prejudice.

PSY 1408 Counseling Psychology Lab (1)

This lab is offered concurrently with PSY 1407, Counseling Psychology. The lab is designed to facilitate a hands-on experience to learn about the
counseling process. The lab may involve observing and conducting mock counseling sessions, engaging in mock counseling supervision sessions,
and learning about documenting counseling sessions.

We’ll help you develop talents for life-long learning.
Scholars Circle courses create an environment that stimulates learning and empowers students to take
responsibility for their education — habits that extend throughout your lifetime.

Gain skills for communication and research.
Courses stress student writing and participatory learning. Students will critically engage and synthesize class
materials and be better equipped to communicate with others, both orally and in writing.

Develop an understanding of the human experience across cultures and through time with emphasis on
human curiosity, expression, creativity, and moral dilemmas.

Students will have the opportunity to reflect upon how cultural circumstances shape our understanding,
knowledge, and assumption. Many of the courses in the Scholars Circle are in general education.
